Information about our use of cookies 

This Site uses cookies to distinguish you from other users of the Site. This helps us to provide you 

with a more personalised experience when you browse the Site and also allows us to improve the 

Site.  Some of the cookies we are using require processing of your IP address for the cookies to 

work and the Site to operate properly. We don’t identify your IP address as we have no purpose in 

doing so. 

What is a cookie? 

A cookie is a small data file that we place and store on your device.  The cookies that we use make 

the Site work properly and optimise it’s security.  Further details are included below and overleaf. 

 

What cookies do we use?   

At the moment, we use only what are referred to as Essential Cookies.  These are cookies that 

are required for the operation of the Site. These cookies do not gather any information about you 

that could be used for marketing or advertising and they do not collect information about other 

browsing that you do on the internet.  These Essential Cookies cannot be disabled.  More details 

about them are set out in the table overleaf.  

 

We don’t use any non-essential cookies at present, including any analytical/performance cookies 

(which would allow us to recognise and count the number of visitors to the Site and/or to see how 

visitors move around the Site and what pages are most popular), functionality cookies (which 

enables us to recognise return visitors and personalise content for them) or targeting cookies 

(which enable us to recognise return visitors and direct more targeted content to them).  However, 

we may use such cookies in future.  If we do so, we will update this Cookie Notice and, before we 

deploy such cookies on users’ devices, we will obtain their consent via a cookie consent tool.
